Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the agenda.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve the minutes of the January 18, 2010 meeting.  Vote-all in favor.   Motion-Nelsen Second-Venteicher to approve the minutes of the January 22, 2010 meeting.  Vote-all in favor.

Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to grant Shelby County access to Audubon County’s financial software in case of an emergency/disaster so they would be able to continue business as usual until their systems are operational.  Vote-all in favor.

Mitch Rydl of JEO discussed the EWP projects and upcoming projects regarding the stimulus money.  
Dr. Cunningham presented a letter to the Board regarding a second MEI and physicals.  Les Larsen, Emergency Management Director updated the Board on damages from the storm.
