WHEREAS, the County continues to engage in planning for the future; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors gives careful consideration to various expenditures that are vital to the county services provided and that are necessary in the future; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors believes it is necessary to designate certain funds to assist in the payment of these expenditures in the future; in preparation of the FY11 Budget

BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, by the Audubon County Board of Supervisors, that $115,000   designated in the General Basic Fund budget for repair/replacement of the Courthouse exterior/elevator within the next 2-5 years; and

BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, by the Audubon County Board of Supervisors, that $35,000 be designated in the General Basic Fund for sheriff reserved room & board/work release revenues (the estimated ending balance thereof) to be spent per Iowa Code 356.7 (courthouse security equipment, law enforcement personnel costs, jail infrastructure or juvenile detention infrastructure) as agreed upon by Board and Sheriff; and
BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, by the Audubon County Board of Supervisors, that $16,000 be designated in the Park Improvement ending balance (entire estimated ending balance of that fund) to only be spent on park improvement expenditures.
