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      SUPERVISOR’S MINUTE BOOK 2010
March 1, 2010


The regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors was called to order at 9:00 a.m. by the Vice Chairman of the Board.  Members present were Todd Nelsen and Bruce Nelson.  Vernon Venteicher was absent.  Others present were Lisa Frederiksen, Les Larsen, Jeanne Schwab, Anil Sharma, Deb Umland, Mary Lou Johansen, Gary Riesgaard, Peggy Smalley, Jill Christensen, Todd Johnson, Duane Deist, Doug Weston, Fran Andersen and Diane Jackson.
Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the agenda with the addition of FEMA update on disaster declaration for Audubon County and accept/place on file an MMP.   Vote-all in favor.  
The Board held the monthly department head meeting.  Discussion was held on the existence/status of calling tree procedure during the last snowstorm, previous Friday’s handbook/training session with Paul Greufe and also thoughts on having a facilitator in to review the courthouse conflicts.  Discussion also held on having department head meetings on a different workday to accommodate the attorney’s court schedule.  Les Larsen gave an update on the disaster declaration of Audubon County for the December 23-27 storm.
Duane Deist was present to request actual financial statements for the landfill as the landfill directed him to the Courthouse.  Bruce Nelson will bring in the FY09 audited statements to keep on file.
  Engineer Anil Sharma was present for a Secondary Roads update.   He presented a request to amend the hardhat policy for secondary roads employees to not have to wear hard hats at all times.  Workers are complaining that they will have headaches and more sick days if the policy requires them to remain on all day.  Supervisors cited safety concerns/insurance liability and other companies such as West Central that require hard hats at all times.  Board will not revise policy at this time.  Board reviewed telephone records and will make a decision to reconsider vacation day on December 9, 2010 for Larry Sorensen.  
Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve the minutes of the February 26, 2010 board meeting.  Vote-all in favor.  Claims were reviewed.  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the payment of claims as submitted by various departments, the Emergency Management Director, E-911 Director and Assessor as listed in a separate publication following these minutes.   Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to accept and place on file a MMP for Cooperative Credit Company in 35-81-36.  Vote-all in favor.  Custodian Doug Weston was present for an update.  County Attorney Fran Andersen was present to give an update on secondary roads vacation question.  Discussion also held on handbook, facilitator and conflict resolution.  CPC Diane Jackson presented prior year shelter care invoice for payment by Audubon County.
