Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the agenda with the addition of the deletion of asset #567.   Vote-all in favor.   The Board held the monthly safety meeting.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve the minutes of the March 1, 2010 board meeting.  Vote-all in favor.  Bruce Haag, Conservation Director, addressed the Board regarding trail loans.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to set the date for public hearing for the purpose of entering loans for March 29, 2010 at 10:00 a.m.  Vote-all in favor.  
  Engineer Anil Sharma was present for a Secondary Roads update.  The Board held a conference call with Cass County Engineer Charlie Marker to discuss purchasing rock.   LeRoy Merk addressed the Board to roads that are in need of rock.  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to add back a vacation day to the vacation accrual for Larry Sorensen due to weather related circumstances.  Vote-Ayes-Nelsen, Nelson.  Abstain-Venteicher.  Motion passed.  The Board discussed the phone system at secondary roads.  Andy Griffith discussed the condition of 7th Avenue and putting rock on it until the contractor can repair the surfacing.

Jason White of Midwest Partnership updated the Board on how Audubon County is served through economic development.  Lou Herbers met with the Board on behalf of the Airport Authority requesting additional funding for an automated fueling system at the airport.  Janell Bluml, Deputy Assessor, met with the Board regarding Dwayne Sunberg’s tax exemption for a pond on his property, Site #28-3.  Doug Weston discussed with the Board the purchase of a new floor buffer.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve the deletion of asset #567, Nobles 1600 IGP floor buffer.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to accept and place on file the Recorder’s February Report of Fees.  Vote-all in favor.  
  Assistant County Attorney Brian Andersen presented two attorney opinions prepared by Fran Andersen, one regarding the secondary roads union contract and one regarding community service by persons on probation.  Paulette Boldt discussed a monthly administrative fee that she was unaware of at the time of sign-on and requested reimbursement for said fee.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Venteicher to reimburse Paulette Boldt for an administrative fee.  Vote-Ayes-Venteicher, Nelsen.  Abstain- Nelson.  Motion passed.
