Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the agenda with the addition of Wellmark Renewal.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve the minutes of March 15, 2010.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve the minutes of March 19, 2010.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to accept and place on file a MMP update for Greenflash-Jorgensen, ID#64571, Greeley 36.  Vote-all in favor.
