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      SUPERVISOR’S MINUTE BOOK 2010
March 29, 2010


The regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors was called to order at 9:00 a.m. by the Chairman of the Board.  Members present were Vernon Venteicher, Todd Nelsen and Bruce Nelson.  Others present were Lisa Frederiksen, Joni Hansen, Diana Munch, Jill Christensen, Todd Johnson, Anil Sharma, Mitch Rydl, Laverne Deist, Bruce Haag, Gene Karstens, Ron Mullenger, Gary Olsen, Chad Schreck, Les Larsen and Brian Andersen.
Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the agenda with the addition of OT pay and public hearing at 10:00 a.m..  Vote-all in favor.  Todd Johnson discussed the deletion of assets and overtime pay.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve the deletion of the following Sheriff Dept. assets:  3 alco-sensors; in-car video system; #771 Philco camera/case; titanium vest; 3 green vests; monarch vest; 4 ultima vests and car video recorder.  Vote-all in favor.  The Board instructed the Sheriff to pay straight time wages for deputies per the current union agreement.   Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve the minutes of March 22, 2010.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to accept and place on file a MMP update for Floyd Klocke, ID#63745, Carroll Co.  Vote-all in favor.  

Anil Sharma gave the Secondary Road update.  Iowa Telecom will send someone out regarding the phone system.  Bids for oil, mechanic work, Sunberg ditch, N-36, vacation accruals and letter regarding the condition of roads were also discussed.  Mitch Rydl of JEO met with the Board.
Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to amend the agenda to add the public hearing set at the March 8, 2010 Board meeting to approve the loan for the trail pursuant to Iowa Code 21.4(4).   Vote-all in favor.  Venteicher opened the public hearing.  No written or oral comments had been received.  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to close the public hearing.  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve entering into a loan with Audubon State Bank in the amount of $89,000.00 with an interest rate of 5% interest.  Vote-all in favor.  Discussion was held regarding a possible bike ride in conjunction with the T-Bone celebration.
Chad Schreck, Region XII, and Les Larsen discussed the Hazard Mitigation Plan for the entire county.  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to designate Chad Schreck of Region XII to execute on behalf of Audubon County this mitigation project and to file it with Iowa Homeland Security and Emergency.  Vote-all in favor.

LOCAL MATCH FOR THE HAZARD MITIGATION GRANT PROGRAM

WHEREAS, Audubon County (hereinafter called “the Subgrantee”), County of Audubon, has made application through the Iowa Homeland Security and Emergency Management Division (HSEMD) to the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) for funding from the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program, in the amount of $20,000.00 for the total project cost, and

WHEREAS, the Subgrantee recognizes the fact that this grant is based on a cost share basis with the federal share not exceeding 75%, the state share not exceeding 10% and the local share being a minimum of 15% of the total project costs.  The minimum 15% local share can be either cash or in-kind match, and

THEREFORE, the Subgrantee agrees to provide and make available up to $3,000.00 (Three Thousand Dollars) of local monies to be used to meet the minimum 15% match requirement for this mitigation grant application.
