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      SUPERVISOR’S MINUTE BOOK 2010
June 1, 2010


The regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by the Chairman of the Board.  Members present were Vernon Venteicher, Todd Nelsen and Bruce Nelson.    Others present were Lisa Frederiksen, Joni Hansen, Diana Munch, Becky Marten, Todd Johnson, Anil Sharma, Jeanne Schwab, Deb Umland, Mary Lou Johansen, Peggy Smalley, Les Larsen, Jill Christensen, Paul Madsen, Lloyd Jorgensen, Andy Griffith, Ron Chambers, Diane Jackson and Fran Andersen. 
Motion-Nelsen Second-Venteicher to approve the agenda.  Vote-all in favor.  The Department Head meeting was held and security matters in the courthouse were discussed and if a prisoner is doing work release in the building that all department heads should be notified beforehand.   The Treasurer reminded everyone that her office would close at 12:30 on June 18, 2010 and that she will be putting an ad in the paper.
Peggy Smalley discussed taxes on a building in Kimballton that had been torn down.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Venteicher to abate the taxes on Parcel #050929220480.  Vote-all in favor.  Nelson joined the meeting at 9:00 a.m.   Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve the minutes of May 24, 2010.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to accept and place of file the MMP update for Mike Sharp, ID#65342, Leroy 2.  Vote-all in favor.  
Paul Madsen, Lloyd Jorgensen, Andy Griffith, Ron Chambers met with Anil Sharma and the Board to discuss South Division Street West.  Discussion was held regarding weight limits, gravel, asphalt versus concrete.  More information will be obtained regarding the cost of gravel or concrete.

Anil Sharma gave the Secondary Roads update and discussed the Anthofer tile line, the Exira building repair, work on weirs and the purchase of more gravel.  Motion-Nelson not to purchase any more rock from the Monteith pit at this time.  Motion died due to lack of a second.  The Board instructed Sharma not to purchase any more rock from the Monteith pit at this time.  

  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the Notice of Public Hearing for budget amendment.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve the payment of claims as submitted by various departments, the Emergency Management Director, E-911 Director and Assessor as listed in a separate publication following these minutes in the amounts of $1,134.51; $87,494.07 and $790.88 for a grand total of $89,419.46.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to change the meeting date of July 5 to July 6 due to the holiday.  Vote-all in favor.  
Fran Andersen discussed the temporary/part-time mechanic position at Secondary Roads.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to rescind the motion of April 12, 2010 regarding the mental health advocate.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve Resolution 2010-06 as follows.  Vote-all in favor.  

RESOLUTION 2010-06

Audubon County is required to have a Mental Health Advocate, to be appointed by the chief judge of the district pursuant to Iowa Code Section 299.19 as a state employee but paid by the county.

The Audubon County Board of Supervisors acknowledges that Chief Judge Jeffrey Larson appointed Donna Ray of Greenfield, a Mental Health Advocate to also serve Audubon County in addition to some other counties, commencing March 15, 2010.
The Board further acknowledges that the chief judge set the advocate’s rate of pay at $16.50 per hour, with mileage reimbursed at the state rate of $.35 per mile, same to be paid by Audubon County upon Court Order.  

The Board acknowledges that the advocate is a state employee under the direction of the court and Iowa statutes and her work is not controlled in any aspect by the County.  The advocate is not, and has not been, a county employee.

IT IS THEREFORE RESOLVED that under Court directive and statute, the wages, withholding, and IPERS (as eligible) for State Employee Donna Ray as approved by the Court for Audubon County residents will be paid by the county.  The advocate is a state employee, not a county employee, is not bound by any county policies or procedures, and is not covered by county insurance or workers compensation.  Nor is the advocate eligible for county health or dental insurance or other county benefits.
