Diana Munch discussed House File 2539 regarding healthcare insurance.  Per HF2539 the Board decided to not let employee dependents that have employer sponsored insurance on the County’s health plan, due to our grandfathered status at this time.
Anil Sharma, Steve Stetzel and Andy Griffith discussed South Division Street West and reviewed an estimate from JEO for the cost of resurfacing 820’ of said street and the possible weight limit embargo.
Sharma gave the Secondary Road update and discussed an estimate for a better base and surface material for a portion of 100th Street.  The Board will do further checking into the possible funding and get back to Sharma.  Sharma informed the Board that a 430E CAT backhoe with attachments had been purchased, ongoing bridge repair work and workman comp incident review reports.  The Board discussed fixed asset reporting by department heads and staying in compliance with the State Auditor.  


Brian Andersen informed the Board that a letter had been sent regarding a trailer on leased land.  Fran Andersen joined the meeting discussing FMLA and correspondence regarding secondary roads employee, local effort questions and safety meeting issues.
Lee Thompson informed the Board and complained of ruts off of the pavement along the Gray blacktop road.  A conference call was held with Amanda Downey of Wellmark regarding House File 2539.
