Motion-Nelson Second-Venteicher to approve the agenda with the addition of NRCS update.  Vote-all in favor.  Jeanne Schwab discussed Public Health Emergency Preparedness funding and the possible purchase of a used copy machine.   She will get back to the Board with more information.
