Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the agenda with the addition of Ivan Andersen.  Vote-all in favor.    Motion-Nelson Second-Venteicher to approve the minutes of the July 19, 2010 meeting.  Vote-all in favor.  
Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve a One Time Special Enrollment Period beginning September 1, 2010 through September 30, 2010 to allow eligible 26 year old dependents on the County’s Wellmark Health Insurance Plan effective October 1, 2010.  Vote-all in favor.
  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to accept and place on file the MMP update for Brad Weber, ID#64023, Cameron 35.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to accept and place on file the MMP update for Dave Robinson-Klocke, ID#62423, Viola 32.  Vote-all in favor.  
       Anil Sharma gave the Secondary Road update.  Craig Wiskus brought in a fitness for duty certification from his doctor.  The Board will have the attorney review the certification before further action.  The Board discussed with Sharma the Sharon 4 letting, federal aid for damages in three locations and the purchase of a used 950 pay loader and scarifiers for the motorgraders.  Sharma reported that no more weirs had been completed due to the rain.

Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to set a special meeting for Wednesday, July 28, 2010 at 10:00 a.m.  Vote-all in favor.  Diane Jackson discussed contracts with providers.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve contracts with Mallard View and with Mary Greeley Hospital.  Vote-all in favor.  The Board reviewed the NRCS email regarding O & M inspections with attachments and will forward on to the Engineer’s office.  Jeanne Schwab discussed a copier in her work plan and that she is waiting to get a reply back from the State regarding funding.  Schwab also questioned whether a FMLA decision had been made.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to instruct the Auditor’s office to run payroll with union pay increases without signed original union contracts on file.  Vote-all in favor.  

Ivan Andersen discussed the seal coat road running to his driveway and also a ditch along Hwy 71 and the bike trail near Agriland FS that needs cleaned out.  The Board discussed the fixed asset policy.  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the amendment to the fixed asset policy.  Vote-all in favor.
