Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the agenda with the addition of bridge damage, I-Jobs resolution and a lot in Ross.  Vote-all in favor.   The Department Head meeting was held and fixed asset policy revision, computer services, department updates were discussed.  

Jeanne Schwab discussed fixed assets.  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the deletion of a shredder, #644, from the public health fixed assets.  Motion-all in favor.   Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the minutes of the July 26, 2010 meeting.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve the minutes of the July 28, 2010 meeting.  Vote-all in favor.

RESOLUTION 2010-25

RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF I-JOBS II GRANT APPLICATION

WHEREAS, during the 2010 Legislative Session, the Iowa Legislature enacted Senate File 2389 (the “Act”), creating the I-Jobs II Program and providing for I-Jobs grant funding to assist in the development and completion of public construction projects relating to disaster prevention; and

WHEREAS, the Act also created new chapter 18B of the Iowa Code, which provides, inter alia, that local governments shall consider and may apply certain planning principles, denominated by the Act as “Smart Planning Principles” during the deliberation of all appropriate planning, zoning, development, and resource management decisions; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Sec. 88 of the Act, only cities or counties that apply “smart planning principles and guidelines pursuant to sections 18B.1 and 18B.2, …, may submit an application to the Iowa jobs board for financial assistance for a local infrastructure competitive grant for an eligible project under the program”; and

WHEREAS, the County of Audubon desires or may desire to apply for I-Jobs II grant funding for one or more eligible projects within the County to-wit: For Nishnabotna River stabilization.

NOW, THEREFORE, the County of Audubon hereby resolves as follows:

1.  The County shall promptly perform a review to determine the potential advantages and disadvantages to the County of amending its comprehensive plan utilizing Smart Planning Principles in conformance with the Act.

2. In the event the County is awarded one or more grants under the Iowa Jobs II local infrastructure competitive grant program pursuant to the Act, the County shall complete the amendment of its comprehensive plan utilizing smart planning principles in conformance with new chapter 18B within three years of the award of such grant.

Sharma stated he had not heard anything regarding the Hamlin zoning issue.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve a utility permit with Windstream for Ben Puck, Lincoln 5.  Vote-all in favor.  Discussion was held regarding mowing roads to help with the drifting of snow and that an ad should be placed in the paper as a reminder to mow the shoulders of the roads.  A ditch that needs cleaned near Agriland FS and 220th St. near the bike trail was also discussed.  Jason Owen questioned the Board about gravel and discussed his business expansion, maintaining the roads and a bridge that needs repaired.  Sharma will check into Mr. Owen’s concerns.  A complaint was also received concerning the road past the alfalfa mill.

Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the payment of claims as submitted by various departments, the Emergency Management Director, E-911 Director and Assessor as listed in a separate publication 
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following these minutes in the amounts of $234.74 and $91,793.34 for a grand total of $92,028.80.  Vote-all in favor.  
The Board directed the Auditor’s office to send a memo regarding the secondary roads department employees regarding their vacation accruals. 


Fran Andersen discussed the Hamlin zoning issue, bridge damage assessment and weeds in a lot in Ross.  There being no other business brought before the Board, motion by Nelson second by Nelsen to adjourn the meeting at 1:36 p.m.  Vote-all in favor.
