      SUPERVISOR’S MINUTE BOOK 2010
August 16, 2010


The regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors was called to order at 9:00 a.m. by the Chairman of the Board.  Members present were Todd Nelsen, Vernon Venteicher and Bruce Nelson. Others present were Joni Hansen, Becky Marten, Jeanne Schwab, Anil Sharma, Phil Rustvold, Peggy Smalley, Randy Poldberg, Diane Jackson and Brian Andersen.
Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the agenda with the addition of deletion of PHN copy machine, asset #658.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve the deletion of Gestetner copier, asset #658.  Vote-all in favor.  Phil Rustvold discussed taxes on a mobile home.  Motion-Nelson Second-Venteicher to approve the minutes of the August 9, 2010 Board meeting.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the DOT Iowa Scenic Byways contract.  Vote-all in favor.         

The Engineer gave the Secondary Road update.  Clipper Windpower will be constructing wind turbines in the future and there will be some intersections that will need to be temporarily expanded during the construction process.  Sharma stated that the I-Jobs money had been received.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to amend the agenda to sign the contract with Dixon Construction Company for the Sharon 4 bridge.  Vote-all in favor.  Sharma stated that he had not talked with the county attorney regarding the Hamlin zoning issue.  Nancy Dreher had called with a complaint of standing water near her property and the Board told Sharma that is something that had to be corrected by the DOT.  A bridge that the Engineer had received a complaint on has been repaired.  
Randy Poldberg and Peggy Smalley addressed the Board regarding the abatement of taxes on a parcel of ground in the City of Kimballton.  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to abate the taxes on parcel #05-0929220055.  Vote-all in favor.  The Board discussed past taxes on a mobile home.
Diane Jackson, CPC, gave an update. Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the payment of claims as submitted by various departments, the Emergency Management Director, E-911 Director and Assessor as listed in a separate publication following these minutes in the amounts of $406.33 and $365,841.08 for a grand total of $366,247.41.  Vote-all in favor.  
Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to accept and place on file a MMP update for Currituk LLC, ID#57969, Bear Grove 6, Guthrie Twp.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to accept and place on file a MMP update for Newell Pig LLP, ID#61310, Oakfield 27.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to accept and place on file a MMP update for NJO-Beck, ID#64957, Greeley 25.  Vote-all in favor.  
Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve the disposal of Asset #959, an E Series 6100 Gateway computer tower.  Vote-all in favor.    
       Brian Andersen gave the Attorney update. Medical examiner claim by Dr. Brokke was discussed. Attorneys are waiting on some information from the sheriff concerning the Kjergaard bridge. Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to set September 7, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. for a public hearing on the sale of a parcel of land located in Hamlin.  Vote-all in favor.  Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to turn an unpaid sanitarian bill over to the County Attorney for action.  Vote-all in favor.  


Motion-Nelsen Second-Nelson to approve Resolution 10-26 as follows.  Vote-all in favor.

     WHEREAS, projected revenues for FY10 Debt Service Fund were less than budgeted thereby leaving the Debt Service Fund with a negative balance, and

     WHEREAS, in August 2010 the State Auditor has approved that the June 2010 payment could be paid out of General Basic Fund as well as the Debt Service Fund,

     BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, by the Audubon County Board of Supervisors that $5,000.00 be transferred from the General Basic Fund to the Debt Service Fund to correct the negative balance and be noted as a accrual-basis adjusting entry for FY10 Department of Management reporting purposes. The County Auditor and County Treasurer are instructed to correct their books accordingly.
