Lisa Frederiksen discussed the State Auditor findings with the Board and the Board will discuss  these findings with State Auditor in October.  Motion-Nelson Second-Nelsen to approve the FY11 Substance Abuse Contract.  Vote-all in favor.  Nelson left the meeting at 1:00 p.m.  The Board completed and signed the FLEX contract.
