   The annual Tax Sale of parcels with delinquent taxes is held the third Monday in June each year in the Audubon County Courthouse.  The Treasurer’s office will not act as agent for individuals purchasing at tax sale.  It is necessary to attend in person or to send a representative.

   Properties known to be involved in bankruptcy or published but paid prior to tax sale will not be offered for sale.

   Parcels are listed as Regular Tax Sale, advertised one time & being one year or less delinquent or as Public Bidder, advertised more than one time & being more than one year delinquent.  A Tax Sale Certificate is issued for each parcel sold for the full amount of the taxes, interest, fees, & costs due.  If more than one party is interested in the same property, a bid down procedure begins.  A parcel can not be sold for more than is due, therefore, the party willing to pay the full amount due for the least amount of ownership interest in the parcel, acquires the certificate.  In the event a lottery system is used, each person may have only one chance for each parcel.  No MINORS are allowed to bid.

   There is a $100 per certificate fee due to this office to assign any privately held certificates.  If the parties are located out of town or state, a signed, notarized affidavit of assignment must be submitted to this office with the fee.

   The certificate holder is responsible for requesting the amount of subsequent taxes, without notice from this office.  Subsequent taxes may be paid 14 days after the payment becomes delinquent.  There is a $2.00 per parcel charge to provide written tax information.
   All certificates purchased by individual-bidders at Tax Sale cancel in three years.  The three year period begins the day of the sale.
   Public Bidder certificates must be held for nine months before the 90 Day Notice of Expiration of Right of Redemption & Application for Tax Deed can be served.  Regular certificates must be held for one year & nine months prior to service.  All parties with a recorded interest in the property, anyone in possession & the city in which the parcel is located, if applicable, must be served.  Once Notice has been served and FILED IN THE AUDUBON TREASURER’S OFFICE, the parties served have 90 days to redeem the certificate.  If not redeemed during that period, a tax deed will be issued. 
   This office does not handle service of the 90 Day Notice for privately held certificates. 

   Your attorney can advise you as to the legal implications of a Tax Sale certificate.     Attorney fees cannot be listed, however, the cost of the search & actual cost of service may be added to the certificate, if stated in the affidavit & filed before the certificate is redeemed. 

   A fee of $25.00 is required for the Treasurer’s Deed when the certificate is surrendered after the 90 days.  It is the responsibility of the certificate holder to make contact with this office to inquire as to the amount needed to record the deed.
